	Opioid Settlement Advisory Committee Discussion:
	Information was shared on the recommendation and how they support the 6 priorities of the CORE Report in order to prioritize.  Public portal comments/recommendations and those submitted by this sub-committee include:
· The Living Free Program;
· Comprehensive services for re-entry populations;
· Treatment Pathways Program;
· CLEAR Program - statewide rollout
· Recovery Coaches - CSSD
· MAT Expansion - DOC
· Build space/location for dosing areas in 2 facilities
· Expand MOUD to 3 facilities 
· Women's Recovery House

Areas to use to prioritize include:
· Services are primarily for Criminal Justice individuals;
· Services address priorities outlined in the CORE Report;
· Provides MAT;
· Service capacity – greatest number of individuals that can be served and multiple locations;
· Services have established outcomes;
· Existing program or expansion; and
· Able to begin using funds quickly.

Expansion of MAT in DOC was suggested as a first priority.  They may need different steps, but the recommendation could be broken down to keep in mind costs, timing, procurement, etc.   Diversion, re-entry and TPP were other areas discussed as priorities.  To make a difference all of the different points may need to be offered simultaneously. 

The group will identify one priority to recommend but this is not the only or the only time a priority recommendation will be made.
	Expansion of MAT in DOC is approved by consensus.  The tri-chairs will submit this recommendation to OSAC for review and consideration.

	Good Samaritan Law project and our Law Enforcement Diversion/Deflection Project
	Survey to chiefs of police was sent to look at deflection programs by their police department.  A focus group may be scheduled, and a report will distributed.

There is a community perception that police are not understanding the Good Samaritan laws and are arresting people thus preventing people to call for help.   A refresher will be delivered to police departments to be done through a roll-call video and a one page infographic.  When funding is identified, a public facing awareness campaign will be done.
	Bobby Lawlor will develop a one pager on the Good Samaritan Law for DOC to make available to inmates and maybe visitors.
