	CLEAR Project:
	Community & Law Enforcement Addiction Recovery Project was originally presented in the ADPC Treatment subcommittee.  It uses a deflection model aiming to increase connections to care and support for people with substance use disorders.  Pilot sites are in Litchfield and Fairfield counties through a BJA grant.
· Reduce overdose deaths through partnerships, training, education, data sharing, access to harm reduction, MAT, treatment, and other connections.
· Behavioral health agencies are the leads and partner with law enforcement through data sharing, and formal agreements.
· Clients get a co-response, outreach 12-36 hours after a non-fatal overdose.  They identify goals and make connections and referrals.
· Referrals are made through police and EMS.
· Family members are engaged and supported. 
· There is an evaluation component.  
· 80% were engaged in services.
