· Housing
· Obtain state identification - no funding, need birth certificate/social security card, PR will not release a birth certificate without an ID, SSA can give a copy of card on file within 6 months of release only, need ID for methadone
· Peers to improve connections
· Physical health connections
· Transportation (to MAT)
· Plan for re-entry in advance- different timelines by resources on how soon to connect to services
· Services are not equally distributed across the state (top corners of the state)
· Welcome centers
· Providers not responding to procurements in certain locations for different programming
