Division is working on expanding use of ESI. New Britain court selected to expand the program but there was a barrier of not being able to identify a resource coordinator. Waterbury was pilot site- in January Waterbury program disbanded because the position of resource coordinator was not reliably filled. Waterbury previous resource coordinator is assisting in the interim. Norwich, New London, Bridgeport, New Haven and Hartford programs are operating. From September 2024- March 2025, 183 defendants were served by the ESI program. Cornell Hill Scott and New Haven district were highest referral source. Primary service needed was mental health and substance use treatment. Large population of defendants with low level offenses are unhoused and uninsured. There has been a recent theme of defendants being fearful of being apprehended by ICE when presenting to court. In courts without ESI program prosecutors have been trained to identify resources. The state of CT is not seeing an increase in the number of people convicted of low-level offenses.
