Most of those programs are already set up in DDAP and data can be
uploaded. This applies to all programs that hold a license from DPH for SA. Report cards for
non-funded programs will be generated for each agency to provide them a visual resource
on how those programs are performing, however these report cards will not be posted to
the DMHAS website, rather made available to respective agencies for their own use.
o DDAP user registration process: Please use the new form and remind staff that they have 10
calendar days to activate the passwords once they are sent out by the help desk.
o Inactive users: Individuals, who do not use DDAP for one full year, will be removed
as active users from the system.

days.

o Covid-19 reporting requirements - There is a separate field that was created to allow
individuals to enter the actual diagnosis of COVID-19. When picking "other" as a subcategory,
please type in COVID-19 in the box (it was previously not available).
