
The Connecticut Department of Agriculture (DoAg) is ex-
cited to be hosting this year’s annual meeting of the National 
Association of State Departments of Agriculture (NASDA) in 
Hartford during the second week of September.   

NASDA is a nonpartisan, nonprofit association which rep-
resents the elected and appointed commissioners, secretaries 
and directors of the departments of agriculture in all fifty states 
and four United States territories.  

NASDA grows and enhances agriculture by forging part-
nerships and creating consensus to achieve sound policy out-
comes between state departments of agriculture, the federal 
government and stakeholders. NASDA is an organization that 
carries considerable weight on Capitol Hill due to its unified 
membership and strong stakeholder support.  For more infor-
mation about NASDA visit https://www.nasda.org. 

This year’s annual meeting is the first time in NASDA’s 
102-year history that the meeting will be held in Connecticut, 
which is due to DoAg Commissioner Steven K. Reviczky hav-
ing been elected to lead this national policy organization.   

Commissioner Reviczky’s leadership of NASDA coincides with 
consideration of the 2018 federal Farm Bill, which will outline priori-
ties for programming through the 
United States Department of Agri-
culture. This unique leadership op-
portunity has allowed the commis-
sioner to emphasize the importance 
of diversified agriculture as that leg-
islation is being considered.   

“Hosting the NASDA annual 
meeting gives us an opportunity to 
showcase Connecticut, our di-
verse agricultural production, and 
highly regarded urban initiatives,” 
said Commissioner Reviczky. 

During the annual meeting, 
attendees will engage in conver-
sation around a wide range of top-
ics.  Bill Davenport, former Con-
necticut Teacher of the Year and 

current State Board of Education member, will participate in a 
panel discussion led by Commissioner Reviczky discussing 
ways of modernizing STEM education to meet 21st century 
needs and the changing world of agriculture.   

Different discussions throughout the first day of the confer-
ence will focus on timely issues such as innovations in retail mar-
kets and the impact of the Food Safety Modernization Act, as well 
as emerging technologies and the role of science in public policy. 

Governor Dannel P. Malloy is scheduled to address the 
conference and welcome agriculture leaders from across the 
country to Connecticut.  During his tenure, Governor Malloy 
has consistently been dedicated to advancing farming and agri-
culture in Connecticut, and has often been referred to as the 
greatest governor for agriculture in Connecticut in a generation. 

United States Secretary of Agriculture Sonny Perdue will also 
address the conference. During his tenure, Secretary Perdue has 
shown a sincere commitment to addressing challenges facing ag-
riculture across the country, most specifically focusing on providing 
21st century tools such as broadband access to rural America.  

Secretary Perdue’s motto at USDA has been “do good, 
and feed everyone.”  Food and Drug Administration Deputy 

Commissioner Dr. Stephen Os-
troff will address NASDA later in 
the week to discuss priorities for 
the implementation of the Food 
Safety Modernization Act and its 
impact on states and producers. 

  NASDA has developed a pro-
gram called NASDA Next Gener-
ation that will be front and center 
throughout the conference.  This 
program aims at engaging emerg-
ing leaders into agriculture policy 
discussions and including them in 
the annual meeting.

Having first been elected to a leadership position within 
NASDA four years ago, Commissioner Reviczky has served as 
secretary-treasurer, second vice president, vice president, and 
since September of 2017 as president of the organization. This 
meeting represents the culmination of more than two years’ 
work on the part of the Commissioner and staff within DoAg.

ON FARM READINESS REVIEWS 
OFFERED FOR CONNECTICUT FARMS 

The Connecticut Department of Agriculture (DoAg) and the 
University of Connecticut (UConn) Extension continues to conduct 
On Farm Readiness Review (OFRR)s for Connecticut farms. 

DoAg and UConn Extension staff have had a busy sum-
mer performing OFRR’s at fruit and vegetable growers and 
assisting them in preparing for the implementation of the Food 
Safety Modernization Act (FSMA) Produce Safety Rule (PSR). 
An OFRR consists of a non-regulatory review of a farm’s pro-
duce growing and handling activities by DoAg inspectors and 
UConn educators. 

The OFRR is free and voluntary for Connecticut farms. Its 
goal is to help farmers implement or enhance on-farm produce 
safety practices, and provide an opportunity for a one-on-one 
personalized discussion and guidance about farm operations. 
The intent of the OFRR is to help farmers align what they are 
doing with what is required in the PSR. 

The only requirement for Connecticut farmers to partici-
pate in an OFRR is that the farmers must first go through the 
Produce Safety Alliance Grower Training course offered by 
UConn or another states extension educators. 

Additional opportunities to take the Produce Safety Alli-
ance Grower Training course will be offered in the fall of 2018 
through UConn Extension. To be placed on an email list for
