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Transporting Hemp Samples to the Laboratory for Analysis 

Hemp Samples for official sample results can only be taken and transported by authorized sampling 
agents.  

Producers who transport unofficial hemp samples to laboratories shall keep them in sealed tamper proof packages. 
A copy of the Producer license must also be present.  Each hemp sample label shall contain at a minimum: 

• The date and time the sample was collected 
• Licensee name and contact information 
• Hemp Producer license number 
• Sample collector contact information 
• Lot Identification number 
• Address where sample was collected 
• A sample identification number or laboratory accession number 

 
Hemp samples delivered to a laboratory via a delivery service such as FedEx, UPS or USPS must contain the 
above information and forms with the sample(s), and comply with any special labeling/packaging requirements 
the service requires.
