PRESS RELEASE .

On September 6, 1985, the Ethics Commission's Investigator

- filed a complaint (Docket No. 85-3) against Representative
Eugene A, Migliaro, Jr. The Complaint alleged that
Representative Migliaro had violated a provision of the Code of
Ethics for Public Officials by failing to disclose on his 1982
and 1983 Statements ot Financial Interests, filed with the
Ethics Commission, that he had received in excess of one
thousand dollars in income from legalized gambling in each

year. On September 26, 1985 the Commission conducted a probable
cause hearing on the Complaint, and unanimously determined that
there was probable cause to believe that Representative Migliaro
had violated the Code of Ethics as alleged.

As provided for in the Uniform Administrative Procedure Act,
and consistent with Ethics Commission policy, the Commission
directed its attorneys to attempt to negotiate a settlement of
the case with Representative Migliaro. As a result, a
stipulation and order was agreed upon and signed by
Representative Migliaro on September 30, 1985 and by Commission
Chairperson Julie Peck on October 7, 1985. This agreement
concludes the Ethics Commission's investigation into the
matter. A copy of the Stipulation and Order is attached.

STIPULATION AND ORDER

1. The Respondent, Representative Eugene A. Migliaroc, Jr.,
admits the violations of Chapter 10, Part I, General Statutes
for which the State Ethics Commission found probable cause at a
hearing of September 26, 1985, as per the attached Complaint,
but denies intentional or wilful violation.

2. The Commission finds the violations not to have been
intentional or wilful, but that the Respondent was negligent in
observing the relevant requirements of the Code of Ethics for
Public Officials, Chapter 10, Part I, General Statutes.

3. The Respondent waives any rights he may have under section
1-82, General Statutes, to a further hearing in this case, and
agrees with the State Ethics Commission to an informal
disposition of this matter as permitted by subsection 4-177(d4),
General Statutes.

WHEREFORE, the State Ethics Commission enters, and
Representative Eugene A. Migliaro, Jr. agrees to, these
orders: In lieu of any other action it is authorized to take
with respect to this matter, the Commission orders the
Respondent to (1) amend his Statements of Financial Interests
for 1982, 1983, and 1984 as necessary to comply with section
1-83, General Statutes, to include specifically disclosure of
receipt of income in excess of one thousand dollars from
legalized gambling in 1982 and in 1983, and (2) henceforth
comply with the filing requirements of section 1-83, General
