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The above captioned matter was heard as a contested case 
on July 7, 1976 at which time the complainant and the 
respondents appeared. The respondents thereupon made an offer 
of compliance. It appearing that the matter might be settled 
upon the tender of compliance, the hearing was continued 
indefinitely, with the consent of the parties. 

By letter filed with this Commission on August 11, 1976, 
the complainant moved to withdraw the complaint on the 
ground that appropriate compliance has been granted by the 
respondents. 

The following order by the Commission is hereby 
recommended on the basis of the record concerning the above 
captioned complaint: 

1. Leave to withdraw the complaint is hereby granted 
and the same is ordered withdrawn ...
