Ram Aberasturia, MAC Chair called the meeting to order at 9:06 a.m. and thanked those in attendance for their participation.  
Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the meeting of June 20, 2012 were distributed electronically via the list serv.  A motion was made and 
unanimously passed to approve the minutes, as amended by the correction of pagination and two typographical errors.  Ram acknowledged the work of the MAC Secretary in capturing the essence of Secretary Barnes presentation.  Ram also acknowledged that, while it is important for Representatives and Alternates to communicate with agency managers, discretion is needed to ensure that any materials not be misconstrued as official documents of the Council.  

Treasurer’s Report 

The Treasurer’s report was distributed electronically via the list serv.  There has been no activity in the account since the last report.  The balance remains at $1,688.37 as of July 31, 2012.  The Treasurer’s report was accepted unanimously, as submitted.

Committee Reports 

Credentials.  Ellen Carter, MAC Credentials Chair, indicated Department of Correction has held an election.  The new Representative is Rafael Palacio, and the new Alternate is Patricia Silva.  In the department of Education, Chris Beloff will be serving as the Representative and Deb Paradis will be serving as the Alternate.
Old Business

Speakers and Logistics.   Commissioner of Education Stefan Pryor will speak at the October 17 meeting on Education Reform.    
Orientation Committee.  Peggy Zabawar had nothing new to report.  
Web Site/Communications Committee.  The website is being updated with minutes, and will be updated with Managers Day information as it becomes available.
Legislative Committee.  There was no report.  

Managers Day Planning Committee.  Ram asked that MAC members encourage their agency managers to attend Managers Day.  The Governor will attend the event at approximately 2:30 p.m., and will be making closing remarks.   Elise Kremer noted that the Distinguished Managerial Service awardees have been selected, and an announcement will be forthcoming as soon as all nominees, their sponsors and their agency heads are notified of the status of their nomination.  There were a total of 17 nominees this year, and the field was very competitive.

Deb Paradis asked to speak about the International Public Management Association (IPMA).  IPMA is a membership organization for state and municipal managers.  The association holds meetings and offers great programs throughout the year that are relevant to anyone in a public management position.  Their website is

 www.ipma-ct.org.  Deb is on the Executive Board of the Connecticut Chapter, and a current goal is to increase membership.  The organization would be grateful they could be afforded the opportunity to do an outreach to potential members in the registration area during Managers Day.  The organization proposes to prepare brochures 
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and hand them out to participants as they enter the venue.   Ram asked whether this organization was open to bargaining unit employees.  Deb will verify that membership is limited to managers, and the officers will review the request and the logistics.   

Position Statement.  Ram has confirmed a meeting on August 20 with the Lieutenant Governor.  The focus will be on leadership and making managerial positions more viable.  The position paper has laid out the issues, and the Lieutenant Governor is familiar with the issues.  Ram will take the opportunity to reiterate the discussion with Secretary Barnes on training funds.  Ellen Carter will put together brief bullet points on funding for tuition and conferences/workshops under various collective bargaining contracts.
Other Old Business.  There was no other Old Business.  

New Business

Nominating Committee.  Ram asked for volunteers for the Nominating Committee.  The Nominating Committee will be charged with developing a slate of nominees for the MAC Executive Board positions.  Chris Beloff, Tom Crafa, and Elise Nahas volunteered.  There was a motion, which passed unanimously, to elect the Nominating Committee.  A report will be taken at the September meeting, at which time nominations will also be invited from the floor.  An election of officers will be held at the October meeting.  Tom Crafa will draft a notice to be sent to the list serv, soliciting volunteers for the various positions.

Other New Business.  There was no other New Business.
