Ram Aberasturia, MAC Chair, called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m. and thanked those in attendance for their participation.  
Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the meeting of October 17, 2012 were distributed electronically via the list serv.  A motion was made and unanimously passed to approve the minutes, as submitted.
Treasurer’s Report 

The Treasurer’s report was distributed electronically via the list serv.  Claudia Helfgott, Treasurer, reported that the balance is $2,141.89 as of November 30, 2012.  Managers Day 2012 is now closed out, with all costs, registration fees, and reimbursements accounted for.  The Treasurer’s report was accepted unanimously, as submitted.

Committee Reports 

Credentials.  Ellen Carter reported that there were no changes.  Ellen reminded the membership that there are agencies with terms ending December 31, 2012, and these agencies need to hold elections.  
Old Business

Tabling of Old Business.  Ram suggested that Old Business be tabled.  There was a motion made and unanimously passed to table all items of Old Business.
New Business

Meeting with the Governor’s Office.  Ram reported on the meeting with the Governor’s Office that was held on November 19, 2012.  The tenor of the meeting was very positive.  Encouragement was given for individual managers, on their own time as private citizens, to reach out to legislative leadership, because legislative support is important to the success of any initiative concerning managers.  It is recognized that MAC cannot lobby.  Ellen Blaschinski, the President of the Association of Managerial Employees in Connecticut State Service, shared information regarding their activities.  AMECSS is able to lobby and is doing so.  
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Meeting with Office of Labor Relations.  Subsequent to the meeting with the Governor’s Office, a follow-up meeting was held on December 6 with the Office of Labor Relations.    MAC will establish a task force to identify and propose cost savings, either within their individual agencies or statewide.

Establishment of Committee on Cost Savings.  MAC will establish a task force to proactively identify and propose cost savings, either within their individual agencies or statewide.  Barbara Spear has agreed to chair the committee.  Members who would like to participate on the committee or contribute ideas were invited to stay after the meeting to discuss the formation and membership of the committee.  The timeframe to draft a report will be the end of January, 2013.  All ideas are encouraged, although it is recognized that the assistance of subject matter experts may be required to further flesh out the implementation of ideas and their expected cost savings.               

Other New Business.  Michael Williams was in attendance on behalf of the Department of Children and Families, to accept the book donations from MAC’s 2012 children’s book drive.  A total of 880 books were donated in this year’s drive.  Michael offered thanks to MAC and all participating managers on behalf of DCF, the agency’s programs, and most especially the children who will be the recipients of this great generosity.  Debi Freund took pictures for the website.
