MINUTES OF THE

MANAGEMENT ADVISORY COUNCIL

October 17, 2012

Ram Aberasturia, MAC Chair, called the meeting to order at 9:07 a.m. and thanked those in attendance for their participation.  
Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the meeting of September 19, 2012 were distributed electronically via the list serv. Ellen Carter asked that the minutes be amended.  Under Credentials, the amended minutes would read: “There have been no changes to report.”   A motion was made and unanimously passed to approve the minutes, as amended.
Treasurer’s Report 

The Treasurer’s report was distributed electronically via the list serv.  Claudia Helfgott, Treasurer, reported that the balance is $1,599.53 as of today.  Recent activity has included deposits of $85 in registration fees collected at Managers Day and a $100 refund of a deposit for a Managers Day speaker that was unable to attend.  Claudia has submitted invoices to the Office of Policy and Management, requesting reimbursement for awards and speaker expenses, totaling $2,687.87.  The fee for Dr. Joyce Saltman, which is being donated to the Hole in the Wall Gang Camp, and the fee for Ray East are still to be paid.  Once these payments are made and the OPM reimbursement is deposited, we will close out Managers Day with a balance of $2141.89 in the Treasury.  The Treasurer’s report was accepted unanimously, as submitted.

Committee Reports 

Credentials.  Ellen Carter reported that there were no changes.  Ellen reminded the membership that there are agencies with terms ending December 31, 2012, and these agencies need to hold elections.  
Old Business

Speakers and Logistics.   Some interest was expressed in speakers who could address topics more directly related to broad-based managerial roles/functions.  It was suggested that recommendations for topics/speakers be solicited via the list serv.  The following speakers were suggested:  State Treasurer Denise Nappier, to speak about the investment of retirement funds, Lieutenant Governor Nancy Wyman, and Commissioner of Administrative Services Donald DeFronzo.    
Orientation Committee.  Peggy Zabawar indicated that there was nothing new to report.  Discussion ensued that the Orientation Committee has been very successful in ensuring resources are available to new Representatives and Alternates.  This has largely been accomplished by making resources available through MAC’s website.  At this time, there may not be a need for two separate committees for
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Website/Communications and Orientation.  It may be equally effective to combine the efforts, membership, and scope of the two committees under one committee.  It was agreed to do so.  There was discussion
of approaching Commissioner DeFronzo or Deputy Commissioner Anderson about periodically obtaining a list of new managers for outreach purposes. 
Web Site/Communications Committee.  Chris Beloff advised that there was nothing new to report.
Legislative Committee.  Elise Kremer had nothing to report.
MAC Position Statement.  Ram advised that he recently spoke to the Governor’s Office, to request a meeting with the Governor.  Ram expects a meeting will occur shortly.  As a point of information, he also shared that there is a group of seventeen Parole managers that is attempting to unionize. 
Other Old Business.  There was no other Old Business.  

New Business

Election of MAC Officers.  A proposed slate of MAC officers was presented by the Nominating Committee at the September 19 meeting.  The slate was as follows:

No nominations were made from the floor at the September meeting.  There was a motion to elect the officers as nominated by the Nominating Committee.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Recap of Managers Day 2012.  Ram reported that Managers Day went well, although one speaker was unable to attend due to a death in the family.  Ram suggested starting earlier with the planning process for 2013.  He would like to convene a committee shortly after the holidays.  There was great feedback on the presentations by Governor Malloy, Comptroller Lembo, and Commissioner DeFronzo.  Peggy advised that Regina Barreca is now available through the Goodwin Speakers Bureau.  Peggy will make an outreach to Goodwin now, to see if we can reschedule Coach Assaiante for 2013.  There was discussion of the planning committee trying to engage a speaker who would be appropriate for MAC’s Lifetime Achievement Award. 

Other New Business.  Peggy Zabawar reported that, on October 11, 2012, she made a presentation concerning MAC at the New Managers Orientation Program. She distributed the MAC brochure and the list of MAC Representatives and Alternates from the website.  Ellen stated that she will ensure that the list is up-to-date and will provide it to Chris so that he can update the website as needed.  Chris will also update the officers on the website.
