MINUTES OF THE

MANAGEMENT ADVISORY COUNCIL

July 20, 2011

Peter Bucknall, MAC Chair, called the business meeting to order at 9:02 a.m.  Peter thanked those in attendance for their participation.  

Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the meetings of June 15, 2011 were distributed electronically via the list serv.  There was a motion made and seconded to approve the minutes, as submitted.  The minutes were approved unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report 

The Treasurer’s report was distributed electronically via the list serv.  Claudia Helfgott, Treasurer, reported that the only activity in the account since the last report was the crediting of a dividend of $2.48.  The account balance as of June 30, 2011 is $2,845.75.  The Treasurer’s report was accepted unanimously, as submitted.

Committee Reports 

Credentials.  In the absence of Ellen Carter, MAC Credentials Chair, there was no report.
Old Business

Speakers and Logistics.  As had been noted last month, there is still an opening in the 2011 calendar for a speaker for the September meeting.  In light of Managers Day being held in September this year, MAC will most likely forgo a speaker until the November meeting.  Mike Elliott, a Division Director at the Department of Consumer Protection, will speak on e-licensing at the November meeting.

Web Site.  In Chris Beloff’s absence, there was no report.  
Communications Committee.   Tom Crafa had nothing new to report.  

Orientation Committee.   Peggy Zabawar has succeeded Dave Lynn as the Orientation Committee chair.  A session of the New Managers Orientation Program has being scheduled.  Peter does not have the date available, but has confirmed that Peggy will be attending to provide an overview of MAC.
Legislative Committee.  There was nothing new to report, other than what has already been highlighted in the media.  Discussion ensued on the various Executive Branch reorganizations and the impact on MAC’s representation structure.  MAC’s By-Laws already provide a process which, in part, addresses Executive reorganization.  Further discussion was deferred in light of pending layoffs and the tentative SEBAC agreement.
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Letter to Administration.  In follow-up to the discussion at the June meeting, the Board had drafted a letter to the Administration regarding the extension on SEBAC provisions to managers.  However, the letter had been put on hold in light of the uncertainty regarding the SEBAC agreement.  With the SEBAC revote back on the table, the letter will be sent.  Concern was noted that some managerial layoffs may not be rescinded, even if the SEBAC agreement is ratified. 
Managers Day 2011.  Planning is being wrapped up.  A “Save the Date” notice was sent out via the list serv, and on-line registration will be posted very shortly.  The speakers are Pamela Tyree Griffin, Edward Cumming, and Tracy Knofla.  All come highly recommended, and are well-suited to address this year’s theme (The Courage to Lead, the Will to Sustain).  Ms. Knofla, and possibly Ms. Griffin, will have a book signing.  Nomination packets for the Distinguished Managerial Service Awards were sent out to agency heads and human resource directors, and Elise Kremer sent out the packets via the list servs.  The selection committee for the awards will meet on August 1 to review the nominees.  A reminder of the nomination deadline will be sent via the list serv.  MAC members should encourage their colleagues to submit nominations for the awards.  Peter asked all MAC members to make every effort to attend the event and to encourage their agency managers to do so.  
Other Old Business.  There was no other Old Business.  

New Business

MAC Meeting for September 2011.  There was discussion about changing the date of the next meeting from September 21 to September 14, so that the meeting is not in the same week as Managers Day.  The consensus was to hold the September meeting on September 14.

Updates to MAC Membership List.  Ellen Carter submitted an update to the MAC Representatives/Alternates list dated June 30, 2011.  That list was circulated with the meeting notice.  Ellen has asked that any changes be submitted to her so that she can keep the list current.
Aspiring Leaders Program.  Peggy Zabawar announced that there were 32 graduates from the 2011 Aspiring Leaders program.  The graduates will be recognized at Managers Day.
Nominating Committee.   A Nominating Committee was appointed in June and consisted of: Tom Crafa, Chair; Elisa Nahas; and Ram Aberasturia.  Their charge was to develop a slate of proposed officers for the next term.  At the request of Tom Crafa, Elise sent e-mail to the MAC members via the list serv, soliciting interest and asking that interested members contact Tom.  On behalf of the Nominating Committee, Tom presented the following proposed slate of officers:
