The Connecticut Newborn Screening (NBS) Program is proud to provide bloodspot screening for all
infants. In 2021, 99.9% of infants born in Connecticut were screened to detect rare, but serious
conditions. Infants are also tested for Critical Congenital Heart Defects, and Hearing Loss to
address additional medical needs. Working together with midwives, primary care providers,
hospitals, and specialists, all infants with out of range results receive timely connection to medical
care.

begin treatment, if
needed.

In 2021, 131 newborns
confirmed positive for a
disorder or as a carrier of
a disorder. Approximately
1000 infants test positive
for a hemoglobin trait
each calendar year.
