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Criminal Justice Commission

Agency Purposexe "Criminal Justice Commission"
The Criminal Justice Commission is an autonomous body constitutionally charged to appoint certain prosecutors of the Division of Criminal Justice. The Commission makes appointments of statutorily mandated prosecutors, as well as other prosecutors requested by the Chief State’s Attorney, who is responsible for the administration of the Division of Criminal Justice. The Commission’s appointment authority includes the Chief State’s Attorney, Deputy Chief State’s Attorneys, State’s Attorneys and Deputy Assistant State’s Attorneys.  The Commission may also investigate complaints concerning the performance of the Chief State’s Attorney, State’s Attorneys, and other prosecutors.  If necessary, the Commission may remove these appointees for cause.

The terms of appointment for prosecutors required by statute are: Chief State’s Attorney, five years; Deputy Chief State’s Attorneys, four years and State’s Attorneys, eight years.

The Commission is composed of the Chief State’s Attorney and six members nominated by the Governor and appointed by the General Assembly, two of whom must be judges of the Superior Court.  The Governor appoints the chairperson.
