The Permanent Commission on the Status of Women (PCSW) was established to study and inform leaders about the nature and scope of sex discrimination in Connecticut, to serve as a liaison between government and private interest groups, to promote consideration of women for positions in government, and to work with state agencies in monitoring and assessing programs and policies that affect the status of women.  The commission:
· Provides research and analysis to the Governor, Connecticut General Assembly and other state leaders regarding sex discrimination in employment, education and credit; health, safety and criminal justice issues; family law and child support enforcement; civil rights enforcement; welfare policy; economic development and other issues that affect the status of women.

· Takes complaints from individuals who believe they have been discriminated against on the basis of sex.  The PCSW is not an enforcement agency, but is directed by statute to assist individuals who wish to file formal complaints with the Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities.

· Provides the public with speakers, educational booklets, fact sheets, trainers, and a website to fulfill its mandate to inform the public about discrimination and the status of women.
· Maintains a “talent bank” of women seeking consideration for appointment to state boards, commissions, task forces, and other leadership positions within state government.
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
