The Latino and Puerto Rican Affairs Commission (LPRAC) mission is to coordinate and provide access to resources by developing and recommending to the Governor and the General Assembly policy for the advancement of the Latino and Puerto Rican community by:

· Reviewing and commenting on any proposed state legislation and regulations that would affect the Latino and Puerto Rican populations in the state. 

· Advising and providing information to the Governor and the General Assembly on the state's policies concerning the Latino and Puerto Rican com​munities and state programs serving the Latino and Puerto Rican populations.
· Maintaining a liaison between the Latino and Puerto Rican communities and governmental entities
· Encouraging Latino and Puerto Rican representation at all levels of state government and maintain a list of prospective appointees who are members of the Latino and Puerto Rican community.
· Securing appropriate recognition of the accomplishments and contributions of Latino and Puerto Rican populations of the state.
· Working in consultation with the Joint Committee on Legislative Management, establishing a plan of short-term  and long-term initiatives.
· Preparing and submitting to the Governor and joint committee an annual report concerning the Latino and Puerto Rican populations of the state which committee shall distribute to each member of the General Assembly. 
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
