I. Call to Order

Co-chairs Dakers and DeBiasi called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.  

II. Approval of Minutes

A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes from the November 16, 2010 meeting.  Upon voice vote of the Commission the minutes were approved unanimously.  

III. Review and Discussion - Workgroup Drafts
The co-chairs of each of the workgroups provided an overview of the reports submitted for the full Commission’s consideration.  With the exception of the Achieving Administrative Efficiencies work group, the groups reported that their work was still in progress and would continue.  The submitted reports provided information on work-to-date as well as next steps for each of the groups.

The Achieving Administrative Efficiencies work group reported that they had completed their work and submitted a final report with recommendations for the Commission’s consideration.

IV. Other Business - Proposed Recommendations for Commission Preliminary Report.

Co-chairs Dakers and DeBiasi noted that they had reviewed the recommendations proposed by the Achieving Administrative Efficiencies work group and selected 27 of them for discussion and possible action today regarding their inclusion in the Commission’s preliminary report. The co-chairs selected recommendations based on their belief that there would be uniform support for them. They stated that their selection was in no way linked to priority and/or ease of implementation, and that the other 12 recommendations from the Achieving Administrative Efficiencies work group not acted on today will be considered by the Commission in the future. 
Workgroup co-chair Gorman requested that when the recommendations are placed in the report that the work group’s findings and actions that may be required for implementation be included to provide background as to how/why the recommendations were developed.  
The full Commission discussed the recommendations selected by the co-chairs for action and agreed upon some changes.  

A motion was made by Melodie Peters and seconded to include in the Commission’s Preliminary Report the recommendations with the changes discussed and agreed to.  Discussion ensued as to whether or not members felt comfortable voting without seeing the changes in writing.  It was suggested that in spite of these concerns, given time constraints, confidence that the changes would be properly reflected, and the fact that the report will be “Preliminary” and not final, the motion should be approved.  
A second motion was made by John Brooks and seconded to amend the original motion as follows: To include in the Commission’s Preliminary Report the recommendations as written and distributed, without any changes.  After discussion, the motion failed unanimously on a voice vote.  

At that time the original motion to include in the Commission’s Preliminary Report the recommendations as revised, was revisited, further discussed and passed unanimously on a voice vote. 
V. Next Steps
Prior to the next full Commission meeting, the Commission co-chairs will convene a conference call with the Work Group Co-Chairs to discuss how the recommendations from the remaining work groups will be considered by the Commission.
