I. Call to Order

Co-chairs Dakers and DeBiasi called the meeting to order at 10:08 a.m.  

II. Approval of Minutes

On a motion by James Palma (2nd: Representative Abercrombie) the minutes from the September 21, 2010 meeting of the Commission were approved unanimously.  

III. Work Groups
Co-chair Dakers asked the work group chairs to give a report on the work of each group.

All work groups have met at least once to date.  Each group discussed the approach they are using to carryout the charge(s) of their group and received input from the full Commission. The Commission co-chairs stated that they were impressed with the work done so far by the work groups.
Co-chair DeBiasi asked the work groups for their thoughts on timelines and possible deliverables for the draft report due no later than January 1, 2011.  The co-chairs of the Achieving Administrative Efficiencies work group stated that their group may be able to make some recommendations for efficiencies by the December Commission meeting. The other co-chairs noted that they felt their groups would need to meet several more times as they were still in the data collection and analyzing and validating phase of their work before they would be able to determine what products they might have ready to contribute to the draft report. At a minimum, each work group will provide a summary of their work-to-date for the December meeting of the Commission for inclusion in the preliminary report. 

A discussion took place around the process for work group recommendations and whether or not the full Commission would need to endorse the work group recommendations.  Co-chair DeBiasi stated that it may be difficult to get full consensus on every work group recommendation but expected that the work groups would present their recommendations to the full Commission for discussion. Some of the work groups may complete their initial charge of analyzing and presenting data to the Commission without any providing recommendations. The current plan is for the Commission to begin the “recommendation” portion of its work in earnest beginning in January, with the goal of having specific recommendations included in its final report.  
The work group co-chairs reported that they decided to meet regularly prior to each full Commission meeting. Commission On a recommendation by Co-chair Dakers, the work group co-chairs and the Commission co-chairs agree to meet by conference call one week before each Commission meeting.
