State v. Alkeith Gayle

On April 10, 1998, Gayle was arrested in connection with a homicide investigation. On
June 18, 1999, Gayle was convicted of felony murder, among other charges, and
sentenced to 65 years in prison. On February 1, 2023, Gayle was granted a
commutation and his sentenced was reduced to 35 years in prison.

Impact of Public Act No. 23-169

Gayle committed the homicide when he was 18 years old. Therefore, he is eligible for a
parole hearing after serving 60% of his sentence or 12 years, whichever is greater. A Parole
Hearing was held on January 3, 2025, and Gayle was granted release to Parole Supervision.
Gayle has served 26 years, 8 months of his sentence.

Criminal Conviction History
On 10/1/1999, Gayle (18 at the time of the offense) was convicted of assault 2" (5/24/1996
offense date) and sentenced to 2 years in prison.

On 3/4/1997, Gayle (18 at the time of the offense) was convicted of conspiracy to the sale
of drugs (10/24/1996 offense date) and sentenced to 2 years, suspended, followed by 2
years of probation supervision. On 3/25/1999, Gayle (21 at the time of the offense) was
convicted of violation of probation (3/5/1999 offense date) and the probation was
terminated.

On August 23, 2003, Sullivan was arrested in connection with a homicide investigation.
On June 30, 2004, Sullivan was convicted of manslaughter 1% with a firearm and was
sentenced to 28 years in prison.

Impact of Public Act No. 23-169

Sullivan committed the homicide when he was 18 years old. Therefore, he is eligible for a
parole hearing after serving 60% of his sentence or 12 years, whichever is greater. A Parole
Hearing was held on January 3, 2025, and Sullivan was denied release to Parole

On 1/31/2012, Sullivan (25 at the time of the offense) was convicted of assault 3 (6/4/2011
offense date) and sentenced to 1 year in prison.

Sullivan received 16 disciplinary tickets with the most recent being issued on August 26,
2022. Sullivan’s overall risk classification is a 2.
