Elections Enforcement Commission before proceeding to an agreement.  Mr. Lazzaro stated 
that it is still considering a three party agreement. 
 
Mr. Clynch stated that his contest of December 14, 2018 was supplemented by his letter dated 
December 20, 2018.  Mr. Clynch stated that the primary basis of his contest was the issue of 
collusion and that the whole process was designed for the Hartford Sports Group. 
 
Mr. Rinker stated that since there were no agreement(s) in place the issue of jurisdiction was 
still an outstanding issue as it was at the November 20, 2018 meeting of the Subcommittee. 
Mr. Rinker also stated that Mr. Clynch had a right to pursue the matter of collusion with the 
Attorney General under C.G.S.  Sec. 4e-31.  
 
Mr. Lazzaro committed to Mr. Clynch to provide him with a copy of the contract as soon as it is 
executed by the parties.
