An applicant must provide performance data on
its record of improving the skills of eligible

individuals, particularly eligible individuals who
have low levels of literacy.

This must be demonstrated in the following
content domains:

e Reading ® Writing ¢ Mathematics
e English Language Acquisition, and
e other subject areas relevant to the services
contained in the State's application for funds.

require a minimum of 25 credits beginning with
the class of 2023

e CSDE recommends requiring a minimum of 22
credits for graduation starting with the class of
2021

Enter Postsecondary goal will no longer serve as the criteria for
selecting learners for follow up, instead all learners who attain their
State or Local high school diploma are tracked
