Reduction  ptions: 

Th  Offic  of Policy and Manag m nt (OPM) has dir ct d ag nci s to pr par  budg t options 
that would r sult in at l ast a 10 p rc nt r duction from an ag ncy’s Fiscal Y ar (FY) 2021 
bas lin  budg t r qu st,  xclusiv  of formula-bas d municipal aid. This r qu st has b  n 
mad  bas d on proj ct d stat wid  d ficits of $2.5 billion in FY 2022, growing to mor  than 
$3 billion in FY 2023. 

Excluding formula-bas d municipal aid, th  D partm nt is submitting r duction options totaling 
$81.3 million in FY 2022 and $86.5 million in FY 2023. Und rstanding th  chall ng s facing our 
districts, our submission r qu sts holding critical  ntitl m nt grants, such as Exc ss Cost which 
provid s aid to districts for high-cost sp cial  ducation stud nts, to at l ast th  curr nt y ar 
funding l v ls. W  hav  also prioritiz d staffing capacity in c ntral offic  in ord r to maintain 
our syst m of district supports and staffing in th  Conn cticut T chnical Education and Car  r 
Syst m. 

Reallocation  ptions: 

Th  D partm nt is r qu sting two r allocation options. Th  first is a r qu st to r allocat  $1.26 
million of th  $3.2 million curr ntly appropriat d for th  Bilingual Education  ntitl m nt grant to a 
n w account  ntitl d Bilingual Education – District-L v l Supports. S ction 10-17g of th  
Conn cticut G n ral Statut s (C.G.S.) limits th  D partm nt to granting only $1.9 million of th  
$3.2 million in funds appropriat d for th  purpos  of th  Bilingual Education  ntitl m nt grant. 
Th  balanc  of th  funds ar  d dicat d to carrying out th  purpos s of C.G.S. S ctions 10-17k, 
10-17n, and 10-66t. Th s  s ctions w r  for activiti s that w r  limit d to b ing carri d out in 
FY 2015 and FY 2016. 

Th  D partm nt is proposing to us  th  $1.26 million balanc  for mor  dir ct and targ t d 
supports to local school districts for th ir English languag  l arn r stud nt populations. Th  
data coll ct d and analyz d by th  D partm nt, and d tail d b low, show a significant gap in 
th  acad mic outcom s for th s  stud nts. 

 Th  English Languag  Arts (ELA) achi v m nt ind x of English l arn rs is low r than

Th  only stud nt group 
with low r ELA achi v m nt than English l arn rs is th  stud nts with disabiliti s group. 
Ov rall, only about 1 in 8 English l arn rs across all grad s m  ts th  grad -l v l 
 xp ctation in ELA. 

 Th  four-y ar graduation rat  of English l arn rs is low r than that of all rac / thnic 
groups, fr   m al  ligibl  stud nts, and r duc d pric  m al  ligibl  stud nts for th  
cohorts of 2014-15, 2015-16, 2016-17, 2017-18, and 2018-19. Ev n ov r a six-y ar 
p riod, 1 in 4 English l arn rs fail to graduat  high school. 

 Chronic abs nt  ism rat s for English l arn rs  xc  ds 15 p rc nt; i. ., about 1 in 6 
English l arn rs miss at l ast 10 p rc nt of school days. 

Th  r allocation of th s  funds would allow th  D partm nt to provid  mor  m aningful support 
to districts for this stud nt population. 

Our s cond r qu st for r allocation is to mov  $5.2 million from th  Magn t School account to 
th  Sheff Transportation account. Th s  funds should hav  b  n transf rr d to th  Sheff 
Transportation account at th  tim  of its cr ation last y ar but r main d in th  Magn t School 
account. Th  funds ar  us d to pay suppl m ntal transportation costs associat d with th  
magn t programs d dicat d to th  Stat ’s  fforts to m  t th  goals of th  curr nt Sheff 
Stipulat d Agr  m nt. 

Expansion  ption/Reallocation  ption: 

Th  D partm nt is r qu sting $1.26 million in FY 2022 and $1.89 million in FY 2023 for an 
 xpansion of th  grad  configuration at th  Stamford Chart r School for Exc ll nc . Th  school 
has r qu st d p rmission to  xpand from Grad s PK-5 to Grad s PK-8, incorporating a middl  
school program for its stud nts. This is a two-st p proc ss that will r quir  Stat  Board of 
Education approval of a mat rial chang  in its op rating plan and budg tary approval of th  
s ats by th  l gislatur  in th  upcoming budg t. With th  closur  of two chart r schools in 
Stamford ov r th  last two y ars, w  ar  r qu sting that a portion of that funding b  us d for th  
grad   xpansion of Stamford Chart r School for Exc ll nc .
