Teacher Type Table – Definitions and scenarios
Teacher of Record – the teacher whose name appears on the report card or transcript.
Instructional Support ​– the teacher who provides additional one-on-one or small group instruction.
Co-Teacher – teacher responsible for partial instruction. They may or may not give a grade.

Examples:

1. High school Humanities course – taught by more than one teacher. Course can have both teachers listed with the Teacher of Record being the one who gives the grade. If each section of the course gets a grade, each teacher will be a Teacher of Record for one course subject area and the Co-Teacher for the other.
2. Elementary course – taught by more than one teacher. If a school co-teaches a History course, the teacher on the report card will be listed as Teacher of Record and the other teacher listed as co-teacher.
In-class Facilitator – teacher required to be present in the classroom during guest instruction such as EMT courses or DARE.
Online-class Facilitator – teacher required to be present in the classroom while students attend online courses.
Teacher of student placed Out of State – teacher providing instruction to student who has been placed out of state and who do not have a Connecticut certification.
