o Translate printed information into the language(s) spoken by
local parents. Schedule events during the evening and on the
weekends. Provide transportation or vouchers. Offer child care
and food.

Rename your events:

e “Financial Aid Workshop” to “CA$H Labs”

e “Scholarship Night” to “Pizza for Dollar$”

e Workshops that focus on “Credit and Debt Management for
Parents- early on
