CURBSIDE VOTING LINE PLACEHOLDER

SOMEONE TO ASSIST 
BALLOT MARKING
DEVICE

If you arrive at the polling
place and cannot enter due
to a temporary incapacity:
you can ask to vote outside
at the curb.

If you can't stand in line
for a long time: ask the
Moderator that your place
be held while you take a
seat.

If you can't read the ballot or
can't fill it out, request an
accessible voting machine
to make your choices audibly
or by touchscreen.
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If you need someone to help
read or mark the ballot: you
can bring someone with you
(except an agent of your employer
or union, or a candidate on the
ballot).
