The Secretary of the State is 
mailing an application to all 
CT registered voters to vote by 
Absentee Ballot in the 11/3 
general election. Fill out the 
application, place it in the 
prepaid mailing envelope, and 
either place it in a secure drop 
box located outside of your town 
hall, or mail it in. Drop boxes are 
labeled "Official Ballot Drop Box". 
Your ballot will arrive by mail.

To keep our communities 
safe, all active registered 
Connecticut voters may 
vote by Absentee Ballot 
in the 2020 November 
general election.

vote
Your ballot package has 
3 pieces: the ballot, an inner 
envelope, and outer envelope 
with prepaid postage. On your 
ballot, vote by filling in the oval 
next to your choice using a 
black pen. Put your ballot into 
the inner envelope, seal it, then 
sign and date the outside of 
the envelope. Place into the 
larger outer envelope with the 
Town Clerk address showing.
