yearly benefit rate tables. He also announced that Employer/Respondent's Medical Examination (RME) fees
were increased to $S850 pursuant to Chairperson’s Memorandum 2023-02 effective June 1%, 2023. Marie Gallo-
Hall provided an update on legislation passed during the 2023 legislative session including Public Act 23-35,
Public Act 23-32, Public Act 23-80 and Public Act 23-204.

Chairperson Riley reminded members that a quorum would be necessary at the November 6%, 2023, meeting
for the advisory board to vote on administrative law judge reappointment recommendations.
