IN STATE TRANSPORTER & BOAT & LIVERY VEHICLE LIQUOR PERMIT
(LTR)

Public Act 21-11

An in-state transporter's permit for alcoholic liquor shall allow:

e the commercial transportation of any alcoholic liquor and, with the approval of the department,
e the sale or provision of alcoholic liquor for consumption in a boat engaged in the transportation of

passengers for hire, and;
e in a motor vehicle in livery service, as permitted by law

One permit shall cover all such boats and vehicles that are under common ownership.

When applying for such approval, the owner of any such boat and vehicle in which the sale or consumption of
alcoholic liquor will be available shall specifically identify each such boat and vehicle to the department.

The annual fee for an in-state transporter's liquor permit shall be one thousand two hundred fifty dollars for the
first boat or vehicle and there shall be an additional annual fee of two hundred dollars for each additional boat or

vehicle.
