1. Old Business

1A. Submission of the minutes of the January 21, 2005 meeting of the Board; for review and approval. The Board voted, unanimously, to approve the minutes as written.  (Briggs/Bartlett)
1B. Continuation of discussion concerning the proposed changes to Regulation Section 20-289-10a(5).  Mr. Hurd asked if there was any news to report and stated that the Board will not extensively discuss this item today.  Ms. Harp Jones noted that AIA/CT’s Task Force meet on March 15, 2005 and has a recommendation to put before the Board.  At the request of Mr. Hurd, this item will be presented at the next Board meeting scheduled for May 20, 2005 when both Mr. Jeter and Ms. Briggs are present.  Ms. Harp Jones noted Mr. Spiewak would also like to be present at this meeting.
The Board entertained the possibility of holding a special, advertised meeting with AIA/CT’s Task Force, perhaps closer to the AIA Offices in New Haven.  After more discussion, it was decided to invite all members of the Task Force to the May 2005 Board meeting.  Those members that can make the meeting can further discuss whether or not there is a need to hold a special meeting with the entire group.
1C. Update from Mr. Steven Schwane concerning the Department of Consumer Protection’s proposed changes to the Statutes and Regulations concerning the practice of architecture.  Mr. Schwane stated there is no change to the status of the Board’s proposed revisions to their statutes and regulations.  The legislature decided to not act on this package.  It was suggested by Mr. Hurd that the Board members individuals can advocate these changes by their own methods.  Ms. Harp Jones through AIA/CT will pursue this legislative package after July 1st since there is nothing that can be done about it this session.

1D. Application of Maria Susana La Porta Drago for admission to the Architect Registration Examination by NCARB Unbound Council Record.  Mr. Hurd stepped down on this matter to review this file.  He noted that this applicant has about 20 years of education and experience combined; half of which are in this country.  He elaborated on her educational background and explained that the problem with her educational evaluation was not with professional education rather academic subjects; mainly English credits.  She is missing about thirty credit hours or the equivalent of ten 3 credit courses.
He further detailed her broad work experience and duties of employment.  In his opinion, he recommends her to sit for the examination noting that her training experience is more than twice the minimum number required by the National Council of Architectural Registration Boards.  The Board voted, unanimously, to allow her to sit for the Architectural Registration Examination.  (Briggs/Bartlett)  Mr. Hurd noted, as an aside, that Ms. La Porta Drago may encounter problems with reciprocity after she obtains her Connecticut license because of this glitch in her NCARB Council Record.
2. New Business

2A. Update from Mr. Robert Hurd regarding the Intern Development Program Coordinator’s Conference held on February 12, 2005 in Washington, D.C.  Mr. Hurd stated that the general topic of discussion was mentoring.  He noted that the State of Mississippi requires their Interns to participate in NCARB’s IDP Program by allowing them a four month window to get registered with the NCARB in terms of filing their paperwork and identifying a supervisor and mentor.  He described their enforcement of this policy noting that the State will begin counting work experience time for a period of no more than four months prior from the date when the Intern registers in the IDP Program.  When Mr. Hurd obtains a copy of Mississippi regulations, which state the above noted policy, he will bring them before the Board for discussion.
Mr. Hurd also noted that Michael Ayles is trying to become the AIA State Coordinator for IDP.  He noted that he believes that there will be more activity in the near future in AIA’s Emerging Architecture Community formerly known as the Associates Committee.  Mr. Hurd has been meeting with this committee for the last six years on a quarterly and they may be doing more to promote IDP in Connecticut.  In response to a question from Ms. Harp Jones, regarding current problems with the IDP program, Mr. Hurd noted that the main problem is identifying the participants in this program and not getting universal participation in this program.  He stressed the importance of both the Intern’s and their firms to participate as early as possible.  The Board discussed, in general, the possible ways of communicating the importance of involvement in the IDP Program for employers and employees.
2B. 2D. "CHRO Reviews" CHRO CRITERIA PER SECTION 46a-80; Mr. Kuzmich advised the Board that there are no cases before them today.

2E. Department of Consumer Protection – Legal Division Matter concerning Complaint File No. 2004-71212.  Mr. Schwane explained that the Department is investigating a complaint involving a load bearing beam and is similar to a previous complaint which will be coming before the Board in May as a Formal Hearing.  Mr. Bartlett volunteered to assist the Department with this matter.
2F. Any correspondence and/or business received in the interim.
1. Mr. Schwane reminded the Board about their action in January to proceed with a Formal Hearing at their next meeting on May 20, 2005 regarding a complaint that was investigated by the Department.
2. Mr. Schwane updated the Board on complaints the Department is working on.  His summary is as follows:
A.) Case involving disciplinary action taken against a Connecticut Architect by the Florida Board in which Mr. Bartlett has assisted the Department with.  The Department has proposed an agreement for him to consider which he had not responded to.  The Department now has new information on this case from NCARB regarding the revocation of his Certificate Record due to criminal conviction on bank fraud.

B.) Case in which Mr. Jeter is assisting the Department with involving an unlicensed individual who appears to offering architectural services.  Both Mr. Schwane and Mr. Jeter meet with this individual who provided them new contracts and stated that he has been making changes to his present website.
C.) Mr. Bartlett is assisting the Department with a case involving an architect that was licensed in Massachusetts and eventually in Connecticut but may have practiced in Connecticut before getting his license in this State.  Dates for a compliance meeting have been discussed and it will probably be in April 2005.
D.) Mr. Hurd has assisted the Department in a matter involving an architect accused of using a copyrighted house plan of another architect.  Mr. Hurd recommends that this case proceed to a compliance meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 8:58 a.m.(Briggs/Bartlett)  The next regular meeting of the Architectural Licensing Board is scheduled for Friday, May 20, 2005 at 8:30 a.m.; State Office Building; Room 121; 165 Capitol Avenue, Hartford, Connecticut.
