under section 236 of the National Housing Act;



B.
narcotics addicts or alcoholics, together with their children, who reside in a facility or treatment center for the purpose of:




1.
drug treatment and rehabilitation; or




2.
alcohol treatment and rehabilitation;



C.
disabled or blind individuals receiving Social Security or SSI who live in a group living arrangement;



D.
women and children in battered women shelters;



E.
homeless individuals staying in a shelter for the homeless on a temporary basis.
