Circumstances in Which Assets are Deemed




The Department deems assets from the following deemors who are living with the assistance unit, other than assistance units receiving SSI:





1.
spouses of Ribicoff Children;





2.
parents of Ribicoff Children;





3.
individuals who are receiving MAABD benefits and whose children are receiving FMA benefits;





4.
other spouses and parents who have not chosen to apply for MA;





5.
non-SSI siblings of FMA children who apply for or receive FMA benefits under another FMA coverage group.




B.
Extent of Deeming




The Department deems all the counted assets of those individuals described above to the assistance unit.




C.
Members of the Needs Group




Individuals described above are members of the needs group for the purpose of setting the asset limit.
