Circumstances in Which Assets Are Deemed






1.
The Department deems all counted assets from the individual's spouse available to the individual when they are considered to be living together.





2.
The spouse's assets are also deemed to the AABD applicant or recipient for the month that they cease living together.




B.
Circumstances in Which Assets are Deemed




1.
The Department does not deem assets from spouses who are living apart.





2.
Spouses are considered to be living apart under the following circumstances:






a.
one spouse has left the home and does not return; or






b.
both are residing in different rooms in the same boarding home; or






c.
one spouse is a member of a CBS special needs group.




C.
Spouses Part of Needs Group




A spouse who is living with the AABD unit member is a:





1.
deemor; and





2.
a member of the needs group for the purpose of setting the asset limit.
