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With this petition, Nextel seeks to expand an existing equipment compound at the base of an existing monopole. 
Council member Ed Wilensky and staff person David Martin met Nextel representative Tom Flynn at the site on June 2, 2005 to conduct a field review of the proposed changes.

The facility is located at a fairgrounds owned by the Terryville Lions Club. It is the location of the annual Terryville Fair. There is currently an existing 50-foot by 50-foot compound around the base of an existing 169-foot monopole. Nextel would enclosed an additional area of 30 feet by 34 feet. This additional area would accommodate a 12-foot by 20-foot equipment shelter to house Nextel equipment supporting its antennas that would be added to the tower at the 125-foot level. There are also plans for Cingular to install another shelter within the expanded area sometime in the future.

The proposed expansion area is shielded on three sides by the existing equipment compound and by two storage buildings. There are several additional buildings to the west of the expansion area that would further shield the visible impact of the additional equipment. 
The site is removed from any nearby neighbors and would be screened by surrounding buildings. Nextel’s proposal as described in its petition should have no significant adverse environmental impact.
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
