e Milagrosa Seguinot reported that the Association is preparing for their event on April 6in
celebration of Community Health Worker Day. This date also coincides with Health Equity
Week. The association has partnered with Health Equity Solutions to plan the day’s events.
Participants will be able to meet in Room 310 of the State Capitol. There will also be
vendors exhibiting their work. In the afternoon there will be a celebration, also in Room
310, where an award will be presented to a CHW. Ms. Seguinot encourages everyone to
attend and to allow their staff to participate.

5. Presentation on CHW Roadmap and Toolkit Eve Barry

e They have noticed 2 different groups that come through the training: existing CHWs and
others new to the field.

e The training staff created the CHW Certification Learning and Support Group. They have
been meeting on Tuesdays for almost one year.

e The CT Health Foundation invited them to apply for a grant to support the creation of the
CHW Certification roadmap and toolkit.

e Eve provided an update on this effort and requested feedback from the group regarding
the survey that they are planning to distribute among the CHWs that have gone through
the core competencies program. She shared the questions planned for the survey.

e The presentation that was provided today, with the questions for the survey will be
distributed to all for the purpose of soliciting feedback.

6. Training Vendor Application and Score Sheet Workgroup Update Adry Sotolongo

e Adry Sotolongo reported on the work of the group revising the Training Vendor Application
and scoresheet.

e Both documents required extensive changes and have been edited so that they are better
aligned. Grossman Solutions is finalizing the last edits and the complete documents will be
