Dear Madam Secretary:

I hereby return, without my signature, House Bill 5431, An Act Establishing a Connecticut
Families and Workers Account.

While the intention to provide assistance to low-income workers is commendable, there are
significant concerns with the language as drafted. The allocation of up to $3,000,000 of
unexpended funds into a new, separate, non-lapsing account within the General Fund lacks clarity
in terms of impact, financial accountability and oversight. Without a clear mechanism for
monitoring the transfer and utilization of the funds, there is risk of inefficiency, mismanagement
and lack of transparency in their intended allocation. It is unclear how the Comptroller will ensure
that the funds are used appropriately and effectively to assist low-income workers.

In addition, the absence of detailed guidelines on how the funds will be utilized or the specific
criteria for assisting low-income workers presents challenges in ensuring the effective and
equitable distribution of resources. The bill does not provide specific details about how the
“Connecticut families and workers account” will assist low-income workers. It does not outline
the criteria for eligibility or the specific types of assistance that will be provided. Without clear
goals or metrics for success, it is difficult to assess the effectiveness of this initiative in addressing
the needs of low-income workers.

I remain committed to working with legislature to develop sound policies that ensures the effective
use of public funds, maintains transparency and accountability in government operations, and
continues to prioritize the needs of our low-mmcome workers and families.

For these reasons, I disapprove of House Bill 5431, An Act Establishing a Connecticut Families
and Workers Account. Pursuant to Section 15 of Article Fourth of the Constitution of the State of
Connecticut, I am returning House Bill 5431 without my signature.
